A BibleWorks 7 Tutorial: First Things

This short introduction to BibleWorks 7 is intendechighlight some basic information that will mayaur
experience with BibleWorks much more fruitful angayable.

1. What is BibleWorks?

BibleWorks is a software package containing biblaoad extrabiblical texts and lexical and gramnadtiesources
for biblical research and exegesis BibleWorkssdoat translate or exegete a passage for you farsahany tools
and features that can assist you in the studyhtichi texts.

2. Orientation to BibleWorks.

BibleWorks has three windows, called the SearcbyBe and Analysis Windows. The Search Window iden#p
of the Command Line and the Results Verse List Bilpmbined with the Browse and Analysis Windowssthe
four main parts allow you to search, display andract with the texts found in BibleWorks. Theesmishot below
is labeled with the names that you will find ingliiocument and in the program's Online Help Costentmanual
that is accessible under Help on the main menaadeltake a moment to review and identify eachefabeled
areas on your copy of BibleWorks. If you wish ieaver more information about the function of #h@sndows
and the Command Line, place your mouse pointer eaeh one and then type the F1 key on your keyboEine
F1 key will cause BibleWorks automatically to ogerthe place in the online manual that discussasitidim.
BibleWorks 7 also offers some helpful summarietheffunction of these windows from tetting Started
screen that is accessible unéaip on the main menu.

3. Display Versions vs. Search Version

It is important to understand that there is a dégton between Display Versions and a Search VersiBisplay
Versions” are the multiple Bible versions that ¢kspin the Browse Window in parallel verse foriany Bible
versions can be on display at the same time, hwtgn have onlgne Search Version at a time. The “Search
Version” is the version that BibleWorks uses fdiratrieval commands entered on the Command Lirtee three-
letter abbreviation on the grey button to the ¢éfthe Command Line identifies the current “Seavehnsion”. In
the above screenshot you will notice that the Se¥ersion is set to the WTT. Attention to yourmeunt Search
Version will save you much frustration, and thidl e illustrated in the following three sections.

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4. Command Line Syntax

The Command Line is a versatile tool for conducsegrches and displaying texts in the Browse Wintiag the
Command Line Shortcuts on the last page). The Camdnhine provides you with a simple and fast metteod
search the text of your current Search Versione fbHowing tables provide a short summary of tasib features
of command line searching.

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5. The Consistency of Command Line Syntax
The Command Line syntax that was illustrated ingrevious examples is identical falt Bible versions.

For example, if you do not know Latin, you canl $tibk at the following Command Line search:

...and conclude that this command will find all versentaining the phrase “in principio.”

Similarly in the following example of a morphologgrsion search, you can look at the Command Line
search syntax:

...and conclude that this command will find all versentaining the “word” @n-g* followed
immediately by the “word” @n-g*.

6. Morphology Versions

You may have noticed that BibleWorks contains mdiffirent Bible versions. If you clickiew from the main
menu and the@hoose Display Version(s) you can find the WTT Hebrew Old Testament underikbrew folder.
Check the box next to it to display the WTT in Br®wse Window. Then navigate to Gen 1:1 using@Gbenmand
Line or the drop down menus at the top of the BeoWéndow. If you place your mouse over the wordghie
Hebrew text, and if the Word Analysis tab is chggban in the Analysis Window you will see an imggmeous
display of the morphological analysis (or parsiofj)he Hebrew word currently under the mouse cursor

Keep in mind that this parsing®tdone by the computer, but by scholars from the Wigstter Theological
Seminary’sHebrew Institute The parsing data (or morphological tagging)dsexd in BibleWorks in a database
that is treated just like a Bible version and femed to as the “Hebrew morphology version.” Mosginal
language texts in BibleWorks have a companion naggy version that facilitates the searching of d&in their
inflected forms. The companion morphology verdimmthe WTT is the WTM. Take a moment to view thep
down version list above the Browse Window. Theya will find that most original language texts have
corresponding morphology version that is identifigda version label that ends in "M". You can vigetails on
each of the morphology versions in BibleWorks i 84 the Online Help

There ardwo key factshat you should keep in mind when using a morpippleersion:
Every “word” in a morphology version is in the folemma@codes. The term “lemma” refers to the
lexical or dictionary form of the word being anadgz The @ sign is a separator that separatesiiimad
from the codes that identify its morphological ats& (or parsing).
The Command Line syntax (including the ? and * wéldis) is identical for all Bible versions. To
illustrate this essential point execute each ofdflewing search commands and view the resultsiteef
proceeding with this guide:

T Note the unique requirements for entering Hebrewpimology searches. Because the lemma portioneofvtird is entered
right-to-left, you must first type the lemma anénhmanually move the cursor to the right of therfenin order to type the @ in
the proper place.
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A morphology version can provide some versatiletimfation to you in combination with the wild cardacacters.
For example, by using the “*” wild card (for anygsence of characters) to stand in for the lemmacgaueasily
find all occurrences of indicative aorist passieebs in the NA27 Greek New Testament, as in tHevidhg
example:

Important: Attention to the Search Version is important beeahg word or words that you type into the
Command Line must match the language or form oivtbrels in the designated Search Version. The omwstmon
Command Line search errors result from 1.) failtogenter a period, forward slash or apostrophe befa word or
phrase being searched for and/or 2.) attemptingdarch for various inflections of a word withoutngsa
morphology version as the Search Version.

7. The Graphical Search Engine
The Graphical Search Engine (GSE) is a tool thgash&implify searches that would otherwise be caxor even
impossible from the Command Line. The GSE is $ymapsearch engine with a graphical user interfaliee text
interface of the Command Line is the quickest metlom the most common searches you’ll be doing; énaw,
many types of searches that are too complex oratdydone on the Command Line can be done, anel vy
easily, in the GSE. For example, on the Commane kbu cannot find every verse containing the ghras

in the Hebrew OTand in the Greek OT, but with the GSE this is very dimp

The format of a GSE search may appear to be comfgxanalogy, a bar graph or pie chart may seempdex to
the untrained eye, but with practice a graph caedsger to understand than the list of numbeepitasents.
Similarly the GSE graphically represents the vasioamponents of a search, and they may be comhbimgd
connected to execute both simple and very com@arches.

Fortunately the GSE has a nice feature that wiph jeu learn how to “read” a graphical query. dfuyopen the
GSE (clickSearch | Graphical Search Engine ) with a search command already typed on the Cordrhare, the
GSE will automatically construct an equivalent dnapl query. Then just clickgb” in the GSE window to
perform the search. You can use this feature fmymu to learn to read graphical queries or asdisg point to
develop a more complex search. For a helpfulovioie this feature please see the section enti@adck Search
Starter for the Graphical Search Engine" in thel$tBuide:Using Shortcut Keys, Tips, and Tricks  under
Help | Study Guides .

8. Before taking off to explore the program...

You are now ready to begin your studies using Bildeks. Go ahead and explore the program; withvést array
of texts and tools available in BibleWorks you vii# pleasantly surprised by what you find. Bubbefyou begin,
here are three tips that will be helpful in findiygur way through the various window and menu ogtithat are
available in BibleWorks.

1. Navigation. As you display various search "hits" in your resbhaand move from one passage to another, it
is likely that you will want to quickly return thi¢ passage from where you started. Please natdhén&earch
Window has a series of twelve tabs directly abteGommand Line. After performing your first sdaend
before your next search, click on a new tab. Tlkan you want to return to where you started, symgiurn

to tab 1. For more information on using tabs, plate your mouse over one of the tabs and press ybur
keyboard.

2. Right click to display the available options t&earch, Browse and Analysis window¥he most intuitive
method for finding settings within BibleWorks isavihe right mouse button. A right mouse buttookctin the
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Command Line, Results Verse List Box, Browse WindwowAnalysis Window will present you with a menu of
options that are available for that window or th@@nand Line. These menus are called “context nieiviosi
will get a different context menu by right clickirgn a Greek word than by right clicking on an Eslghvord;

the Command Line itself has a different context m#iran the Editor. Go ahead and try it.

The following two hypothetical scenarios to il how context menus are very useful:

You begin using the navigation tip given above aftdr using several tabs you ask yourself, “How lcan
clear the contents of a tab?” Remembering thatigin click is the most intuitive way to find sietgs, you
right click on the tab and click Clear Tab 2 or weheer numbered tab you have chosen.

3. Presd-1 if you need help.The most intuitive method for finding help on atmadar feature is to place your
mouse pointer over the item (button, listbox, ondaw) and then pre$sl on the keyboard. This will
automatically open the Online Help article for thhat. This hypothetical scenario will illustratew theF1

key can help you when you notice an unfamiliarisgtin BibleWorks:

On Monday morning you open BibleWorks to begin yaark and notice that one of the four green
squares on the button immediately to the left ef@@mmand Line has turned yellow! Recognizing that
this is some sort of flag, you decide it is timarteestigate the meaning of this green square.
Remembering thdl is the key to answering such questions, you pface mouse over the green square
and pres§1. The Help article will open and you find therattthe square in question turns yellow to
inform you that you have previously set your sediroiits. This reminds you that last Saturday yauwl h
limited a search to the Pauline epistles. Withuigkgclick onSearch | Set Search Limits  you turn off
these limits and the yellow square changes bagkeen.
